West Nile Virus Exposure

Recent rains and cooler weather have caused an increase in mosquito activity and an increase in West Nile Virus (WNV) reports.  West Nile Virus has been reported throughout the Kansas City Metropolitan area.  To date, ten birds, one horse and one human case of WNV have been reported in Clay County.  Residents are urged to avoid exposure to mosquitoes by limiting activity outdoors during peak mosquito activity and to use insect repellants containing DEET.
