Missouri Programming Committee Meeting Summary
February 2026

1. Welcome and Introductions

Transportation Programs Manager Marc Hansen welcomed members and guests and called the
meeting to order. Online guests were asked to introduce themselves in the chat, and self-
introductions for in-person attendees followed. Attendance of this meeting is included at the
end of this summary.

2. Committee Overview

Marc Hansen reviewed how the committee was formed and the current transportation
committee structure. Additional information for the Missouri Programming Committee (KPC)
and others can be found on the MARC website. Mr. Hansen reviewed the composition of the
committee, which includes members for small municipalities (with populations under 5,000),
community members, and a representative from the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) in
addition to direct appointments from city and county jurisdictions and transportation
agencies. Responsibilities of the MPC include providing funding recommendations to the Total
Transportation Policy Committee (TTPC) for federal funds suballocated to transportation
projects in Missouri counties of the MARC region, as well as monitoring and reporting of
projects funded through these programs.

The committee will elect a Chair and Vice Chair at the next meeting on March 10, 2026.

Initial bylaws were approved by the TTPC in December of 2025. Attendance of meetings is not
required to maintain voting eligibility, but attendance will be monitored and reported. Bylaws
include a dispute process that outlines the appeal and review of programming
recommendations, if needed. A mandatory review of the bylaws will take place at the end of
2027.

3. 2026 Committee Workplan

The committee will oversee the programming of projects eligible for funding from the Carbon
Reduction Program (CRP), Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality (CMAQ), Surface Transportation
Block Grant Program (STBG), and Transportation Alternatives (TA). The MPC will program
funds for federal fiscal years 2029 and 2030, with a Call For Projects (CFP) to be issued
(pending approval from the TTPC And MARC Board of Directors) later this month. The
committee will also work with the Missouri Department of Transportation (MoDOT) to develop
the annual list of Unfunded Needs.

4. Missouri Program Status and Obligations Report

Marc Hansen reviewed the 2026 balances for each program. Low projected obligations in STBG
mean other programs must obligate more; recent history suggests the CRP and TA programs
may not be able to obligate what is programmed, leading to difficulty in meeting obligation
targets. If targets are not met, the MPC would lose access to programming those funds, and
would have to adjust the list of programmed projects accordingly. Utilizing transfers of funds
to the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) can help obligate funds quickly, but few projects
are eligible for FTA transfer in 2026.



Balances, obligations, and programmed projects for each program are attached at the end of
this summary. Future year balances are based on historical estimates of the federal
transportation bill. Mr. Hansen reviewed each program, asking project sponsors to assess their
schedules and be prepared to update the committee at the next meeting. Opportunities for
advancing projects earlier on the program or allocating additional funding to projects may
help reduce balances to meet obligation targets.

5. 2026 Suballocated Call for Projects

The Suballocated Call for Projects (CFP) involves a two-step application process, where the
first phase checks the project for adherence to plans and policies in place (such as the
Metropolitan Transportation Plan, Complete Streets, changes in federal regulations, etc), and
the second phase evaluates the technical aspects of the project. Both phases are mandatory.
The application will open on February 25, 2026, and Mr. Hansen shared the general schedule
of the CFP application window, evaluation, and approval process.

Various workshops, tools, plans, and other resources are available to applicants, and
preliminary scoring will allow sponsors the opportunity to clarify applications/request
rescoring if needed. Mr. Hansen also reminded the committee that MARC charges a 1% project
fee to be paid using non-federal funds.

Funding amounts for 2026 allocations are subject to change, and CMAQ and STBG amounts will
be reduced by funding approved ahead of the call for projects by TTPC for “off the top”
projects. A total of $65.4M is estimated to be available for projects in Missouri, as
apportioned below:

e Carbon Reduction (CRP): $7.1M

e Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality (CMAQ): $5.7M

e Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG): $40.0M
e Transportation Alternatives (TAP): $12.6M

6. Other Business

The meeting was adjourned. The next meeting of the MPC is March 10, 2026.
