Welcome and Introductions 
Missouri Co-Chair Dean Katerndahl called the meeting to order. Introductions in person and on 
Zoom followed. 

Approval of November 2025 Meeting Summary 
Missouri Co-Chair Dean Katerndahl called for any additions or corrections to the meeting 
summary draft; none were made. Michael Frisch made a motion to approve the minutes, and 
Cathy Justice seconded the motion. The motion passed. 

MetroGreen Network Assessment 
Tom Jacobs, Environmental Programs Director with MARC, presented information about 
MARC’s greenway plan MetroGreen. He discussed the history behind this plan, and an 
upcoming assessment of progress on implementing this network. 



Transportation Resiliency 
Ryan Umberger, Transportation Planner with MARC, presented phase one of Transportation 
Resiliency KC, and plan to increase the resilience of the region’s transportation system during 
disruption events. Conversation followed discussion the time frame considered in resiliency, and 
how centers and corridors that are well connected should be considered as inherently resilient to 
disruption. 

Climate Action Technical Report 
Karen Clawson, Air and Mobility Programs Manager with MARC, gave an update on the 
Climate Action Technical Report which was finalized in December 2025. She discussed the 
major outcomes, goals, and scenarios modeled throughout this planning process. 

APWA 5600 
Natalie Unruh, Water Quality Planner with MARC, presented on the updated Stormwater Design 
Criteria Section 5600/BMP manual for the Kansas City Metro Chapter of the American Public 
Works Association. Conversation followed discussing the involvement of developers and their 
perspectives in this conversation. Conversation also followed on education for local staff that 
would be required to maintain updated facilities over their lifespan. 

Proposed PSP Criteria 
Beth Dawson, Planning Sustainable Places Program Manager with MARC, presented on changes 
and redefinition to several scoring criteria for the 2027 Call for Projects. Due to time constraints, 
part of Beth’s presentation will be shared at the committee’s March meeting. 

2026 Workplan and Recruitment 
Cy Splichal, Transportation Planner with MARC, presented the committee’s 2026 workplan. Due 
to time constraints, this presentation will be recapped in more detail at the committee’s March 
meeting.
